What does ceramic mean? What benefits does it give to the consumer?

| am glad you asked this question. Ceramic
coatings are made by choosing a combination
of specialty ingredients. Microscopic ceramic
spheres play a key role in these products and
you can see this under magnification. Regular
paint films have nooks, crannies and other
surface irregularities that come from the combi-
nation of pigments that are needed fo give a
good flat appearance. To help you visualize
this, most pigments are shaped like either:
cotton balls, booklets, needles, cereal squares
or popcorn and are blended fogether in large
and small sizes.
